Being looked to for service next year are, Sophs Ken Stamberger, Ed Sidewand,
Harry Smith, Joe Bannister, George Hildebrandt, and Juniors Chuck Nungesser, Al Brown,
and Bill Shunkwiler.

The ‘44 season as a whole was successful with seven wins against three losses, and
Willoughby ending in a two way tie for second. The Rangers lost not a home game and
four of the five were shut-outs — Some home record! The ‘45 season looks fairly bright.
